This permit is being issued for the use of the Bellingham Teams to have field availability for practices and games.  All practices and games will be completed prior to darkness.  Proper parking is available at the High School, Middle School and limited parking along the park access road coming off Blackstone Street.  This will allow emergency vehicles access to the area.


The purpose is for the Bellingham Soccer Association’s program to use the fields to better the youth of this town in the skill of Soccer and help educate them in life.  Also, all other proper permits will be obtained, if required.  Note that May 12, 1998 permit 98-1062, Storage Container Location is still in effect.  At the end of your event, the trash barrels are to emptied and trash deposit into the proper dumpster.  Furthermore, a Certificate of Insurance has been received by the Parks Department.  You will also make necessary arrangements to have a mobile telephone with the group for emergency communication.  The National 911 system can be used on the mobile telephone in this area; although, you will be required to be switched to “Bellingham”.  Therefore, you might wish to program our Emergency Dispatch direct line 508 966 1212.  NON-Emergency direct line numbers are 508 966 1515 (Police) and 508 966 1112 (Fire). No redelegation of this permit to any other organization or sporting event can be done without permission from the Parks Commissioner/s 


By acceptance of this permit and in consideration of the use of facilities owned and operated by the Town of Bellingham, Massachusetts, Incorporated, the above organization hereby releases and holds harmless the Town of Bellingham, Massachusetts, Incorporated and its employees and volunteer workers from any and all claims for injuries and or damages that may arise out of the use of such facilities by the above organization.  Furthermore, by acceptance of this permit, you accept responsibility for observance of Bellingham Park Regulations.

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Bellingham Park Regulations

1.  Application must be filed at least seven (7) working days prior to the 

     event.

2.  Applicant will be advised on the appropriate form and if approved.

3.  All other permits and fees must be obtained/paid and presented when the

     Park’s Permit is granted.

4.  Decorations, posters, etc. will not be affixed to any part of building, 

     fence or grounds, unless specific approval is authorized on the Permit.

5.  Applicants are responsible for proper use of facilities, supervision,

     damages and police and fire protection in accordance with regulations.

6.  Restore facilities and cost are the applicants responsibility in

     accordance with regulations.

7.  Beverages or food will not be sold/served on Park’s premises unless

     permission is granted for specific area and in accordance with

     regulations.

8.  Smoking is allowed only in the areas designated by established

     regulations.

9.  Applicant wishing to bring additional equipment onto Park’s grounds 

     must make arrangements with the initial application.  Equipment brought

     onto the grounds must be removed immediately after the event.

10. The Park’s nor the Town employees are responsible for any property left

     on premises.

11. The user of the grounds must abide by the specific hours indicated.

12. No Parks are to be used for private gain.  Other groups covered under

     established regulations.

13. The selling, dispersing, or consuming of any alcoholic beverage is

     forbidden on Park’s grounds.

14. Whenever policemen are required to be on duty for parking, traffic,

     etc.,: they must be obtained and paid by the applicants.

15. Applicants using facilities/grounds are liable for proper use of

     facilities/grounds, damages, cleanup and theft.  All cost to restore 

     facilities/grounds will be paid by applicants.

16. No additional seating/parking may be added to any facility/grounds

     without prior approval from the Park’s, Police and Fire Departments.

17. No swimming without an approved Lifeguard on duty under established

     regulations.

18. The Park’s reserves the right to make necessary changes in the event of

     any emergency or to terminate the permit.
