· The registration fee is $45 per Instructional and $50 in-Town player and $70 for Travel players.  There is a $120 maximum registration fee per family. In addition, a shirt ($30) must be purchased if you do not already own one for the Town league.  Travel uniforms are purchased separately at Tri-Valley Sports in Medway.  The Instructional League registration fee covers the cost of a team t-shirt.   Checks should be made out to “BSA”.

Programs Descriptions – (All Fall programs begin in early September end in early November) 

· Instructional – Children born between September 1, 1999 and December 1, 2001

The Instructional program is co-ed and caters to first time players and to those who have just been introduced to the game for a few seasons.   Practices and games are both on Saturday mornings 8:30-11:30 am.

· Town – Children born between March 1, 1994, and August 31, 1999

The Town program is split into two groups by age, usually referred to as junior and senior divisions (boys and girls are separated as well).   Practices are held during the week on a date chosen by the coach and games are played on Sunday afternoons 1:00-4:00 pm.

· Travel
The Travel program consists of boys and girls teams at different age levels.  Children wishing to participate on a Travel team must attend one of the scheduled tryouts.  Practices are held during the week on a date chosen by the coach and games are played on Saturdays (game times vary). Teams are selected for the calendar year 8/1/2006-7/31/2007.
